The workshop is an alternative after-school 
program designed to engage disconnected 
youth. The workshop transforms youth into 
social leaders, as they initiate and lead projects 
and events in their communities. The program 
has seen tremendous success, with over 200 
teenagers gaining practical tools and social 
skills, and a sense of belonging and purpose.  
The proposed plan for a permanent workshop 
is a 170 sq m center housing a carpentry studio, 
welding studio, kitchenette, and facilities, as 
well as a 40 sq m outdoor pergola/seating area.

Below are four education projects, which
impact the lives of hundreds of students ages 6-18. As the region's population grows, there is a need to
further develop these projects, and provide support for hundreds of more children.

We would be honored to join hands and collaborate with JNF Canada on one of our groundbreaking
educational programs. 

1. Teen Workshop – Building a permanent center

Established in 2017 by local educators the workshop was designed as an alternative after-school program for
youth at risk. The idea was to
create a holistic educational
program to engage otherwise
disconnected youth and answer
educational and social
problems such as the issue of
high school dropouts.  

The workshop transforms 
participating youth into social
leaders, as they initiate and lead
projects and events in their 
communities. Over 200
teenagers have joined the
workshop, where they are 
engaged in DIY activities, and where they learn, build, create, and gain practical tools and social skills. The 
workshop provides the teenagers with a sense of belonging and reconnects them to their communities. One
of the goals when establishing the workshop, was to respond to vandalism issues in the region, a problem
which since the establishment of the workshop, no longer exists.

Following the workshops' success and appeal to teenagers, the council is building the workshop its very own 
facility, which will be in the heart of the region's campus, right next to the regional High School and Matnas 
(community center). This will enable a stronger connection between formal and non-formal educational
activities and provide more children the opportunity to learn a variety of creative, industrial, and occupational
skills such as carpentry, welding, and more, under the guidance of professional educators and artisans.
Furthermore, it will enable workshop plans to
expand activities and add new programs in
gardening and cooking, operating an
educational café, and more! The plan is to
build a 170 square meter center which will
include a carpentry studio, welding studio,
kitchenette, bathroom, and storage room, as
well as a 40 square meter outdoor
pergola/seating area.
